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BOLT TORQUE

Important: Over-tightening hardware can cause just as much damage as under-tightening.
Tightening hardware beyond the recommended range can reduce its shock load capacity.

All hardware is either Grade 5 unless otherwise noted. Grade 5 cap screws are marked with three radial
lines on the head. Grade 8 cap screws are marked with six radial lines on the head. If hardware must be
replaced, be sure to replace it with hardware of equal size, strength and thread type. Refer to the torque
values chart when tightening hardware.

The chart below is a guide for proper torque. Use it unless a specified torque is called out elsewhere in
the manual. Torque is the force applied to the end of the handle or cheater bar, times the length of the
handle or bar. Tightening hardware beyond the recommended range can reduce its shock load capacity.

Use atorque wrench wherever possible

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

STEP 1: Cut two “V” notches into the faceplate of the 2967-013 residue manager as outlined in the picture
below. Then drill a .531” hole (17/32”), location shown in same picture below. These notches and the hole
should match the notches and the tapped hole on the 2966-442 adapter plate. (Hint: use the 2966-442

adapter plate as a template to notch and drill the faceplate on the 2967-013)
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STEP 2: Attach the 2966-442 JD twin row adapter plate to the face place of the John Deere twin row unit using
the three 2502-800 12MM bolts



INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
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STEP 3: Mount the residue manager to the twin row adapter plate. Use the two %”-13x1-3/4” bolts in the top
two holes, and the %”-13x 1-1/2” bolt out of the residue manager hardware kit in the bottom hole. Place
three 74” flat washers over each bolt in between the residue manager and the adapter plate. The top two
bolts will be secured with a %" lock nut and the bottom bolt will need a %4” lock washer
