INSTALLATION

Purpose: Devastator Extension Kit will move the Devastator roller & roller tube back 5” from the
standard positioning to increase the distance from the roller / tube & knife / snapping rolls.

*Tools Needed: Impact Wrench, % Impact Socket, and % Wrench
**If adding the Extension Kit to an already installed Devastator, start at Step 1.
***If installing new Devastator & Extension Kit, start at Step 3.

Step 2: Unbolt the roller mount tube from the Devastator pivot arms.
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Remove each roller mount : = i o
tube by removing the bolts,
lock nuts, & bushings.

Step 3: Attach the Devastator extension plates to the existing pivot arms using the 2) 2502-363 12"-13
X 4 2” & 5000-394 shorter spacer through the front holes of the 5000-393 extension plate. Install the
2) 2502-365 2"-13 X 3 34" & 5000-378 spacer bushing through the middle set of holes on the 5000-
393 extension plates. The 5000-393 extension plates will set on top of the upper and lower plates on
the pivot arm. The cutout on the extension plates should match that of the pivot arm.

Step 4: Place the roller mount tube inside of the extension brackets similar to how the mount tube
was originally installed into the Devastator pivot arm mount. Use the original bolts & bushings that
were removed from the Devastator mount arms in Step 2.

Step 5: Install the roller back onto the roller mount arm by placing 1) 5000-322 shim washer on each end
of the roller. Slide the shaft of the roller back into the bearing that was left installed on the roller mount
tube. Place the bearing over the shaft at the other end of the roller, making sure the side of the bearing
assembly where the bearing is protruding outside of the cast housing is towards the roller! Raise
the roller into position to insert the 3) 12” bolts & then use the original nuts to secure the roller.

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NOTES

It is recommended to operate the Devastator with the angle of the deck plates on the corn
head at 23 — 25 degrees. The angle can be checked by lowering the corn head to the cutting
position and putting a digital protractor on the deck plates. See the Combine Operators Manual
on how to make feeder house adjustments to set the correct angle.

Make sure to spin the roller when installation is complete to ensure each bearing was installed
correctly.
