ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION

STEP 1: Remove the existing closing wheels that are currently on all rows that will be equipped with the Twister closing wheel. Keep all
existing hardware. If you are installing the Ring Insert option, remove the hardware from the side wheels & discard the rubber ring.

NOTE: DO NOT pry the side wheels apart as it may cause damage to the hub. A good method to use for separating the wheel assembly is

to use a 5 gallon bucket, a deep well socket, and a hammer. Place the wheel assembly on the 5 gallon bucket so that just the rubber ring is

on the bucket. Place the deep well socket on the bearing & hammer on the socket until the bottom shield & bearing falls into the bucket.

STEP 2: (IF APPLICABLE) Install the 6200-006 Twister Poly Insert Kit, 6200-008 Short Twister Poly Insert Kit, or 6200-036 Cast Twister Insert
Kit on the original wheel halves. The orientation of the Insert does not matter for this particular assembly process. Place the Ring Insert on the
side wheel with bearing, place the other side wheel on the other side of the ring (make sure each groove on the Insert aligns with the lip on
each side wheel), & use a vice/press to pop the side wheel back on the bearing. Verify the outer lip on each side wheel is fully seated & tight in
the groove on the Ring Insert & then install the existing hardware on the side wheels, torque to 90 inch/lbs, loosen & then tighten to 50 inch/Ibs.

When assembling wheel halves to
poly or cast insert ring, torque M6
bolts to 90 inch/Ibs, then loosen &
retighten to 50inch/lbs

STEP 3: Install the LH Twister wheel assembly (stamped with an L) to the left side of the closing wheel tail piece & install the RH Twister wheel
assembly (stamped with an R) to the right side of the closing wheel tail piece. Left/right is determined by standing behind the planter facing
direction of travel. The L & R should be on the outside or away from the row. Slide the existing bolt through the wheel, put the existing spacer
over the bolt, slide bolt into the back hole, & fasten with existing nut. Install both wheels & then measure the closest contact point at the bottom
of the wheel assemblies. The measurement needs to be between 1 %” — 1 %2”. The amount of spacers used will vary depending on the
planter’s closing wheel tail unit. In some situations, additional spacers may need purchased OR not all provided washers need used.

NOTE: Yetter recommends installing these closing wheels side by side in the back hole for MOST conditions.

OPERATION

WIDTH - The distance between wheels may need to be adjusted according to the soil conditions, planting depths, etc. Planting
conditions vary so it will be necessary to check for seed to soil contact & condition of the seed furrow as conditions change. In
fields with contours & curves, spacing the wheels to 1 72" and mount side by side in the front holes.

DOWN PRESSURE - Change down pressure on closing wheel tail piece as necessary. Check condition of seedbed by digging
around the seed to make sure the sidewall is fractured & no “V” from disc openers remain. Adjust the down pressure as needed.
It is not uncommon to use the full range of downforce for varying field conditions.

Reasons to increase down pressure: Air pockets at seed depth, sidewall of disc openers is still present, open seed trench
Reason to decrease down pressure: soil packed too tight around seed inhibiting root growth, closing wheel penetrate too deep in
mellow soil

ROCKS - If planting in rocky conditions, staggar wheels so one side is mounted in leading hole & one side is in back hole.
Drag Chains (6200-108, 1 per row) may be added to help level off the planted strip.
If the leading edge of the Twister wheel becomes worn, flip the wheel around & install on the same side of the tail piece the
